	(a)	The last sentence of the section is revised in its entirety to read as follows:

“As soon as practicable after the end of each month, Party A will render to Party B an invoice for the payment obligations, if any, incurred hereunder during the preceding month.  The invoice shall clearly state the number of MWhs delivered and the total amount due. If Party A fails to render such invoice by the 10th day of the month following the end of such month (or, if such day is not a Business Day, then on the next Business Day), no payment will be processed for that month. However, such amount shall be eligible to be included in the following month’s invoice for subsequent payment.”
