	On February 13, 2019, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation’s (PPL) compliance filing for a revised pilot time-of-use (TOU) program, a revised TOU request for proposal process and rules (RFP), and a revised supply master agreement (SMA) was accepted for filing with the Public Utility Commission.  PPL filed these documents in compliance 
with the Commission’s Order entered May 17, 2018, at Docket Nos. M-2016-2578051, P-2013-2389572, and P-2016-2526627. 

For the above-mentioned compliance filing, PPL’s revised RFP and SMA contain updates to the dates to reflect the TOU RFP process to begin in 2019 and a few minor housekeeping edits.  The revised pilot TOU program contains a proforma tariff.
